This course provides an introduction to and an analysis of the history and structure of major social
policies and programs in Canada. The problems of social justice and economic disadvantage in
particular will be examined within the broader realm of service delivery in the non-profit sector.
Initiatives to increase self-determination, the redistribution of wealth, gender equity, and reduction of
prejudice will be explored as themes within the dynamic of creating a more egalitarian and humane
society. Other themes to be examined include multiculturalism, anti-oppressive social work practice,
and working with aboriginal populations.

facilitate empowerment, social change, and mutual aid.

e Social workers require awareness, knowledge, and sensitivity about self, culture and
ethnicity.
