Arts Requirements: 1% Year Courses (24 credits)

Arts Requirements: 2™ Year Courses (18 credits) (courses must be in two or more subject areas)

Science Requirements: 1% or 2™ Year Courses (9 credits)
e Lab Science (3 credits) (See list below of Lab Science Courses)

e  Math or Statistics or Computing Science (3 credits)

(CSIS courses count as a computing science course; BUSN 2429, 3431, GEOG 2251, PSYC 2300 are considered statistics courses)
e Math or Statistics or Science (3 credits)

(CSIS courses count as a computing science course; BUSN 2429, 3431, GEOG 2251, PSYC 2300 are considered statistics courses)

Electives: Any University Transferable Course (9 credits)

General Requirements:
e Complete 60 University Transfer (UT) credits that transfer to one of the Research Universities: SFU, UBC, UBC-O, UNBC, or UVIC.
e Check course transferability using the BC Transfer Guide at: www.bctransferguide.ca (Research Universities).
e Achieve an average grade of “C” or 2.0 GPA (“P” grade in a course is accepted if minimum cumulative overall GPA of 2.0 is met).
Definitions:
1* Year Course: A course which transfers as an assigned or unassigned credit to at least one Research University.
2™ Year Course: A course which transfers as an assigned or unassigned credit at 200-level or higher to at least one Research University.

Arts Courses: An Arts course is defined to be any 100 or 200 year course in a subject area for which there is a Baccalaureate of Arts
degree at: SFU, UBC, UBC-O, UNBC, or UVIC (including Math and Economics). Guideline for Arts courses is listed below:

Science Course: A science course is defined to be any course within a subject area for which there is a Baccalaureate of Science degree
or Baccalaureate of Applied Science degree at one of the Research Universities: SFU, UBC, UBC-O, UNBC, or UVIC.
(Human Geography and most Psychology courses are designated as Arts courses).
